State Park. Turn right then take second left into park.
Follow signs to Campground #1. Don’t forget your
$4.20 park gate fee or buy an annual park pass.

Sunday race directions:
US Highway 24 east from Topeka or west from
Lawrence. Look for the large “Thompsonville-Rd”
Sign on US-24 Highway. Go north on Thompsonville
road and follow race signs to the Thompsonville Hill just
west of the Perry Lake Dam.
